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SKH Kei Oi Primary School girl got influenza after visiting Wuhan:

There are more and more suspected cases of pneumonia in Wuhan. The SKH Kei Oi Primary School in Sham Shui
Po yesterday (January 7, 2020) issued a notice to parents stating that a student had flu symptoms after returning to
Hong Kong from Wuhan, and the student was being admitted to hospital for isolation. East.net inquired the school. The
school stated that the senior female student had a fever in the evening after being admitted to the hospital yesterday.
Laboratory results showed that she had flu, not pneumonia. The school stated that it had strengthened the cleaning of
the campus, and the whole school was cleaned and disinfected daily, and students were urged to wear masks.

The school notice states that if a student (or family member) has traveled to Wuhan, the school should be notified
whether or not he has symptoms. The school stated to Eastnet that students with a recent visit to Wuhan will not be
encouraged to return to school regardless of the onset of illness. However, as the school is currently taking an exam,
the recommendations are difficult to implement, and students are urged to do a good job in personal hygiene and
epidemic prevention. The school notice also called on students to bring at least 3 masks daily to wear and replace on
campus. Eastnet is inquiring about the Department of Health and is waiting for a reply.
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
