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3 new cases of COVID-19 imported from abroad, entering the Philippines and the

The Central Epidemic Command Center announced today (Mar. 25) that 3 new confirmed cases of COVID-19
imported from abroad were imported from the Philippines (Case 1011, 1013) and the United States (Case 1012).

The command center stated that Case 1011 was a Filipino male migrant worker in his 20s. He came to work in
Taiwan on March 2, 2021, having a negative test report within 3 days before the flight, and went to the centralized
quarantine station for quarantine after entering the country. He got examined before the expiry of the quarantine period
on March 15 and its result was negative. After the quarantine period expired on March 17, the company arranged a
hotel for his independent health management; Due to work needs, the case took a special car to the hospital on March
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23 for an examination at his own expense. He was found to be positive for COVID-19 and was diagnosed today. The
case did not have symptoms during the entry, and the relevant personnel contacted during inspection and medical
treatment were properly protected, so no contacts were listed.

The command center pointed out that Case 1012 was a 20-year-old male of nationality who went to the United States
for work on November 19 (2020), and returned to Taiwan via South Korea on November 22. After entering the country,
he went to the anti-epidemic hotel for quarantine. He has been asymptomatic since returning to Taiwan. Planning to go
abroad again, he went to the hospital to take an examination at his own expense on March 23 this year. The results
turned out to be positive for COVID-19 and he was diagnosed today (Ct value 36). Because the case was re-tested the
next day, of which nucleic acid exam’s results were negative, and the serum antibodies IgM and IgG showed all positive.
It is estimated that the infection has been in the past for a long time, and the possibility of infection during his stay in
the United States is higher. It has initially grasped 10 contacts of the case, one of them is his family living with him
together, and listed as home isolation, and 9 people are non-resident relatives and friends, listed as independent health
management; Among the 10 contacts, 7 have been tested for nucleic acid and serum antibodies, 4 of which have been
negative for nucleic acid and serum antibody tests, and 3 of them are waiting to be tested for the rest of the tests.

The command center stated that Case 1013 is a Filipino female in her 30s, came to work in Taiwan on March 16 this
year. She had a negative test report within 3 days before the flight. When she entered the country, she was asymptomatic
and went to the centralized quarantine station for quarantine. The case had symptoms of headache, cough and sore
throat on March 22. She was inspected at the quarantine station on March 24 and was diagnosed today. Since the case
was quarantined at the quarantine center 2 days before the onset of the illness and before the hospitalization and
isolation, and did not come into contact with others, no contacts were listed.

According to the statistics of the command center, so far, there have been a total of 186,010 notifications related to
novel coronavirus pneumonia in China (including 184,212 excluded cases). Among them, 1,012 cases were confirmed,
896 cases of overseas immigration, 77 local cases, 36 cases of Dunmu fleet, 2 cases of aircraft infection and 1 case of
unknown; In another case (case 530), empty numbers were removed. Among the confirmed cases, 10 people died, 971
were released from isolation, and 3 1are hospitalized in isolation.
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
