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Fiji and Laos have worsened the COVID-19 situation, and shall be adjusted from

low-risk to mid-low-risk countries with immediate effect

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The Central Epidemic Command Center stated on April 28 today, Fiji's recent local clusters caused by immigrants
made the authorities to expand the blockade and control areas; The number of cases in Laos has recently increased
rapidly. Since April 20, 2021, there have been more than 350 local COVID-19 cases, distributed in multiple
administrative regions. Therefore, starting from today, the two countries will be adjusted from low-risk countries to
low- and medium-risk countries. The latest list of infection risk levels in countries/regions is as follows:

Countries/regions with low risk of infection:

New Zealand, Macau, Palau, Brunei, Nauru, Marshall Islands, Australia, Singapore, Vietnam, Bhutan.
Low- and medium-risk countries/regions:

Hong Kong, Fiji, Laos.

The command center pointed out that the global COVID-19 epidemic situation continues to record highs. The number
of newly diagnosed cases in the past 7 days has increased by 6% from last week. India, Europe, and the Americas are
the current epidemic centers. According to monitoring data, a total of 148,190,965 confirmed cases worldwide,
distributed in 193 countries/regions; The number of cases was 32,197,973 in the U.S., 17,636,307 in India, 14,441,563
in Brazil, 5,534,313 in France, and 4,779,425 in Russia; 3,141,348 deaths of the cases were 583,999 in the U.S., 395,022
in Brazil, 215,113 in Mexico, 197,894 in India, and 127,451 in the U K.

The command center stated that there were 6 new cases of COVID-19 in China today, so far, there have been a total
of 205,578 notifications related to novel coronavirus pneumonia in China (including 203,630 excluded cases). Among
them, 1,116 cases were confirmed, 987 cases of overseas immigration, 82 local cases, 36 cases of Dunmu fleet, 2 cases
of aircraft infection and 1 case of unknown and 8 cases are under investigation; In another case (case 530), empty
numbers were removed. Among the confirmed cases, 12 people died, 1050 were released from isolation, and 54 are
hospitalized in isolation.

The command center reminded that vaccination against COVID-19 can reduce the risk of illness, severe illness and
death, and can form community immunity and reduce the chance of spread of the epidemic. Those who meet the current
public-funded vaccination targets do not need to wait for the vaccination notification. Please make an appointment
online or by phone before vaccination, and bring your health insurance card to the vaccination center for vaccination.
If you cannot make an appointment, you have to bring your ID card or other identification documents (such as employee
ID) to the vaccination unit, and the vaccination will be confirmed by the medical institution. Those who meet the
publicly funded vaccination targets should be actively vaccinated to gain protection as soon as possible.

The command center once again urged people who have fever, cough and other uncomfortable symptoms when
entering from abroad, they should take the initiative to notify quarantine personnel and cooperate with epidemic
prevention measures; After entering Taiwan, home quarantine should be implemented. If you have any suspected
symptoms during the period, please contact the health bureau or the care center of each county and city, and seek
medical treatment as instructed. Do not take public transportation; Please inform the physician of travel history,
occupation, contact history and whether to gather (TOCC) when seeking medical treatment for timely diagnosis and
notification.
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
