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COVID-19: The command center announced 364 new local cases, 2 imported cases

and 219 cases of corrected regression

The Central Epidemic Command Center announced on Jun2 02 that there were 366 newly confirmed local cases of
COVID-19 in Taiwan consisting of 364 local cases and 2 imported cases from abroad; In addition, there were 219 cases
of corrected regression to local cases, that is, we found 585 cases in total. Further, there were 17 new deaths among the
confirmed cases.

The command center said, the newly added 364 local cases today are 186 males and 178 females, aged under 5 to
over 90s, with onset dates between Apr. 28 and June 02, 2021; further, among the 219 corrected regression cases, 120
were males and 99 were females. The age ranged from under 5 to over 80, and the onset date was between May 13 and
May 31.

The command center pointed out that among the 583 cases, the distribution of cases is 265 cases in New Taipei City,
followed by 224 cases in Taipei City, 34 cases in Miaoli County, 30 cases in Taoyuan City, 15 cases in Changhua County,
5 cases in Taizhong City, 4 cases in Keelung City, 2 cases in Tainan City, 1 case each in Xinzhu City, Hualian County,
Yilan County and Kaosiung City. Of the 94 cases in counties and cities outside the Taipei and New Taipei area, 77 cases
are known their sources of infection, 14 cases of unknown relation, 3 cases are under investigation. Related epidemic
investigations are ongoing.

The command center described, the 17 new deaths reported today are, 13 males and 4 females, ranging in age from
their 40s to 90s. The onset date is between May 12 and May 25, the date of diagnosis is between May 14 and May 27,
the date of death is between May 28 and Jun. 01; as for details, see the attachment.

The command center pointed out that there are two new cases of overseas immigration today. Case 9567 is an
Indonesian male in his 20s. He came to work in Taiwan on May 5 and had a negative test report within 3 days before
the flight. After entering the country, he went to the epidemic prevention hotel for quarantine. During his stay in Taiwan,
he was asymptomatic. Before the expiration of the independent health management period on the 25th, the company
arranged for self-financed quarantine and the result was negative. Later, due to work needs, he took the test again at his
own expense on June 1, and was diagnosed today; There are 32 contacts in the case, of which 21 are listed in home
isolation, and the remaining 11 are listed in self-health monitoring. Case 9883 is a Vietnamese male in his 20s. He came
to Taiwan to work on May 18 and had a negative test report within 3 days before the flight. After entering the country,
he went to the epidemic prevention hotel for quarantine. The company arranged for inspection at his own expense on
June 2 and was diagnosed today. ; The case did not have symptoms while in Taiwan, and did not come into contact with
others during the quarantine period, so no contacts were listed.

The command center’s data shows there have been a total of 578,935 notifications related to novel coronavirus
pneumonia in China (including 556,055 excluded cases). Among them, 9,974 cases were confirmed, 1,143 cases
imported from abroad, 8,778 local cases, 36 cases of Dunmu fleet, 2 cases of aircraft infection and 1 case of unknown
and 14 cases are under investigation; Further, other 24 cases (no newly added case numbers) were removed. Among
the confirmed cases, 166 people died.

The command center urged the public again to implement personal protective measures such as hand hygiene, cough
etiquette, and wearing masks to reduce unnecessary movement, activities or gatherings. Avoid entering and exiting
crowded places or areas with a high risk of infection transmission, and actively cooperate with various epidemic
prevention measures to jointly strictly guard the community's defense line.
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
